In State Fiscal Year (SFY) 2006, the state's Legislature appropriated funding for the Prison and Jail Overcrowding account. Within this
account, funds were provided to DMHAS for a number of new initiatives. We are proposing moving the funding of two of these initiatives.
The first being Workforce Development which intended to strengthen Connecticut's behavioral health treatment delivery system through the
development of culturally diverse professionals to serve the needs of many underserved groups. The Department proposes to realign
funding for SFY09 to the appropriate accounts in the amount of $80,000 to the Personal Services account to fund 1 position and $20,000 to
the Other Expenses account.
